
Guide to Downloading and Printing Tax Forms

As tax season looms, many people are looking for specific tax forms and instruction booklets.  What about those forms and booklets that the library doesn’t have available? Or would you rather print your own forms from home?  What follows is a list of selected web sites to get you started with your income tax preparations.

Internal Revenue Service -- http://www.irs.ustreas.gov/ 

This is the first stop for any federal tax forms or instructions. In addition to current forms, the IRS has included past years.  The site is also broken down into help for individuals, small businesses, non-profit organizations and tax professionals.

If you’d like to search for a form, use the handy search field located on the home page. Once you find the form you need, you can open the form as a PDF (portable document format) file, print it or save it to a floppy disk. You’ll need the free Adobe Acrobat Reader software to open the file, but the IRS also has a link to Adobe’s web site if your computer doesn’t have the program already. Yahoo! Tax Center -- http://taxes.yahoo.com/ 
The folks at Yahoo were some of the first on the web to provide links to tax forms and they continue their winning streak by also providing helpful items like tax calculators, beginner’s guides, state tax profiles and a ultra-handy tax preparation checklist.  

Tax and Accounting Sites Directory -- http://www.taxsites.com/
This site is operated by an accounting professor from the University of Northern Iowa and contains links to other web sites on, you guessed it, tax and accounting.

Microsoft Network’s MoneyCentral maintains a nice site with some hints and tips for filing. It doesn’t have much information on state income taxes, but may be helpful if you use Microsoft Money software already.

Choose your state from a drop-down menu and it will link to your state’s web site for taxes and revenue.

How to print and save PDF documents

To print a PDF document:

1) To select nonadjacent pages or to specify a print area, do either of the following before

you open the Print dialog box:

• To select pages to print, click thumbnails in the Thumbnails palette. You can Ctrl-click (Windows) or Command-click (Mac OS) thumbnails to select nonadjacent pages.

• To select an area on a page to print, select the graphics select tool (a box with a dashed line around it and a square and circle inside the box) and drag on the page to select the area you want to print.

2) Use File > Page Setup to set general printing options. The available options will vary

with different printers and drivers. See your printer driver documentation for details.

3) Choose File > Print.

4) Specify the printer, page range, number of copies, and other options (see “Print

options” on page 15), and click OK.

Saving PDF documents

You can save a copy of the original PDF document with a different filename or to a

different location (e.g. a floppy disk). However, you cannot save any data or comments you’ve added to the document, unless the creator of the PDF document enabled the Save Document feature.  

To save a copy of the original PDF document (Save Document not enabled):

Choose File > Save As, specify the filename and location, and then click Save. The original PDF document is saved.  

To save changes to a PDF document (Save Document enabled):

Do one of the following:

• To save the changes to the current document, choose File > Save.

• To save the changes to a new location or with a different filename, choose File >

Save As, specify the filename and location, and click Save.
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
